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Man  Before Archie became involved we'd got 10 

bicycles and no money.  Within Jakaranda 

Children’s Home we care for 250 children.   

 

Man  All the kids are here because of sexual abuse, drug 

abuse, no money, alcohol... 

 

Man  We started this cycling project not for the purpose 

of the sport but for the purpose of skills 

development.   

 

Man  I think cycling gives them something to aspire for, 

work for. 

 

Man  They get self respect back. 

 

Man  This whole project expanded when we met people 

like Archie.   

 

Man  It’s expensive.  We managed to find individual 

sponsors, not companies, and they donate and 

gave some money to us.  And the money is still 

pouring in. Our approach is to was to approach 

other sports people.  People want to donate, they 

want to do things, they want to reach out, but they 

don’t know how.  And so this is where most of our 

equipment is coming from.  We have 120 bikes, of 

which we bought only 6.  The rest is coming from 

people who just give and give and give the bicycles 

to us. 
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Woman  When you talk to someone they will always tell you, 

Archie, he’s special.  You must look after him. 

 

Man  This is not just writing a cheque, this is on-going 

involvement and and giving something personal 

back in terms of time and commitment. 

 

Man  It’s made a dramatic improvement to their lives, 

their quality of lives.   

 

Boy  As you can see now I’m riding a Princess.  

 

Man  I can see they ride exactly the same bikes as what 

people in the Tour de France are riding. By doing 

this we see kids developing into professional 

cyclists in South Africa which we’ve got 2 already. 

 

Man  There was a time I told Archie that maybe it’s 

because I’m lucky, but he told me that you can 

achieve everything through hard working. 

 

Man  It’s not the most important thing for them to win 

medals, as long as they can get something out of 

this sport for their life in the future I think that’s 

brilliant. 

 

Man  I think it’s a great achievement, the fact that it’s 

sustainable and it has a long term impact on the 

children is wonderful. 
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Man  It’s because they’re passionate about the kids and 

then cycling, I believe that’s why they succeed in 

this project.
