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| want to support those who have not been so lucky
as I am. | work in the communication department. |
finish my day, | go home and | prepare myself for

the street work.

So instead of going out with her friends she goes to
the streets from 9 pm to 3 am. Sometimes it's
dangerous, she goes to dangerous places. She
told me, "Don’t tell anyone, because | don't like

people to notice".

| do this because | feel like | have to do it, it's
fighting a little bit against indifference, against
intolerance. They are invisible to the majority of the
people | pass on the streets, they are not
considered as human beings. When we see
somebody lying on the street and we give them two
or three words or a glass of milk or a sandwich...
They way they look at us, such a gratitude. It's a

great honour.

He, he’s saying that he wants a house and a
girlfriend. To look them in the eyes it's incredible

and we start establishing a kind of confidence.

The Institution has an integrated work, it starts on
the streets but has the rehabilitation centres where
they learn how to deal with the real world when they

come outside.

Antonia’s involvement with the street team is
fundamental to the socialisation and motivation of
the people who come to the centre. | think the key
is to take these people away from the streets and

return them to society in a dignified state.
